Antichrist and a beast from the earth (a religious power) khown as the false
prophet who promotes the worship of the antichrist.

Danial is where the antichrist is first identified: Dan. 7: 25-27, 36

The final 7 years will begin for Israel when the antichrist confirms his peace
treaty with Israel (Dan. 9:27). This begins the Tribulation period. The peace
treaty begins the countdown to the second coming of Christ at the end Of the
Tribulation.

Dan 9: 27 The Tribulation is divided into two halves of 3 and a half Years each:

The first half is relative peacCe. The antichrist signs a peace treaty with Jsrael
and her Arab neighbors and opens the Temple back up to worship. Israels
enemies are held back.

The second half is Called the Great Tribulation as the antiChrist desecCrates the
Temple through setting up an idol of himself and then launches § severe
persecution of the Jews.

13: 3 states he will be healed of a fatal wound.



The Greek phrase transiated “ as if it had been slain” is the same phrase as used
t0 describe the Lamb of God, Jesus who died and was risen from the grave.
